Tips

e Keep doors locked and garage doors closed at all times (including garage service doors).

¢ Make sure your personal property inventory is current - record serial numbers, photograph jewelry,
and keep this record in a discreet location.

e Place some lights in your homes on a timer. You will always come home to an illuminated home and
lights give the appearance that someone is home, even if when you are not.

¢ If you park extra vehicles in your driveway, be sure to remove garage door openers from those
vehicles. On occasion, individuals will enter vehicles in driveways in order to obtain garage door
openers, ultimately providing access to your residence.
